ORDINANCE NO. 186 (2024/2025)
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 90.19: OPERATION OF CURB VALVE AND ESTABLISH PENALTIES FOR UNLAWFUL BLOCKING/ TAMPERING / OPERATION  
BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Kelley, Iowa:

SECTION 1.
FINDINGS.  

(1)
The City Council has authority, as described in article III, section 38A of the Constitution of the United States and in chapter 384 of the Code of Iowa (2011), to operate utilities and to charge fees sufficient for the operation and maintenance thereof.  

(2)
The City Council deems this ordinance appropriate and necessary to protect, preserve, and improve the rights, privileges, property, peace, safety, health, welfare, comfort, and convenience of the City of Kelley and its citizens, all as provided for in and permitted by section 364.1 of the Code of Iowa (2011).

SECTION 2.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to amend Section 90.19 of the Kelley Municipal Code by establishing penalties for unlawful blocking, tampering and                                                                                         operation of the curb valve 
SECTION 3.
AMENDED SECTIONS.  The Code of Ordinances of the City of Kelley, 
Iowa, is hereby amended by enacting the following provisions which shall hereafter 
constitute as part of section 90.19 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Kelley, Iowa 
and read as follows:


90.19 OPERATION OF CURB VALVE


It is unlawful for any person except the Superintendent or plumber with consent from Superintendent to block access; turn water on or off at the curb valve, and said plumber shall take no action contrary to the orders of the Superintendent and shall leave the water off or on, as directed by the Superintendent.  Any person(s) found to be in violation of this shall be fined as follows:
           1st offense: $250.00 plus all costs to repair damages, replacement of equipment or removal of objects blocking access to curb valve 

          2nd offense: $500.00 plus all costs to repair damages, replacement of equipment or removal of objects blocking access to curb valve

          3rd offense: Physically cut, disconnected, and capped with the offender bearing all 
disconnection and reconnection costs.  

SECTION 4. 
REPEALER CLAUSE.  Any ordinance, provision or part thereof, which differs or is inconsistent with this ordinance, is hereby repealed, to the extent of said difference or inconsistency.
SECTION 4.
SEVERABILITY.  If any section, provision or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional

SECTION 5.
EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall be in effect following its final passage, approval, and publication of this ordinance as provided by law.
